Guest Speaker, Hannah Brown

In January of 1945, at the age of six, Hannah’s mother relocated from Stamps, 

Arkansas, to Las Vegas. She attended Westside Grammar School from the 

second half of my kindergarten year through the seventh (7th) grade.  In 

1954 she graduated from the eighth (8th) grade at Madison School as class 

salutatorian, the first (1st) year of its existence.

In 1954, she attended Rancho High School, the first (1st)) year it was in 

existence, where she served as Student Body Secretary.This was the first 

(1st) year she attended an intergraded school.  Rancho was rezoned her 

sophomore year which placed her at Las Vegas High School through graduation.

As a fifteen (15) year old Hannah was employed as a sales associate by Larry’s Music Bar. As a young 

adult she became manager of the store and remained in that position until she accepted employment with 

Western Airlines in 1968.

Starting with Western Airlines as a reservations sales agent Hannah progressed with the company to become 

their 1st African American and female station (location) manager.  After Delta Air Lines purchased Western 

in 1987, she became their 1st as well.  After receiving several managerial promotions including Regional 

Manager/Director with Delta Air Lines she remained in the corporate office for several years.

In 1994, Hannah returned home and started actively working in her community. In 1999, she was elected 

President of the Urban Chamber of Commerce, a position she held for 8 years. In May of 2004, the Asian, 

Latin and Urban Chambers hosted a joint luncheon with 890 persons in attendance. In the two years that 

followed they had two successful luncheons with more than 1,000 in attendance.

In September of 2007, the UCC Board of Directors named Hannah President Emerita in recognition of ten 

years of service.

In 2009, the UCC created a 501(c)3 which was respectfully named “The Hannah Brown Community 

Development Corporation”.

In 2010, She was successful in gaining approval for a Four Million Dollar grant from the Centennial Committee 

to refurbish the Historical Westside Grade School which she attended.

In 2010,  Olive Crest named their Ladies of Distinction award, the “Thalia Dondero/Hannah Brown Award”.  

October of  2020,  the CCSD School Naming  Committee voted to name an elementary school her honor.  

The Hannah Marie Brown Elementary School opened in August 2021.

On March 4, 2021, She was selected by the NSHE Board of Regents to receive the Distinguished Nevadan 

Award. This is the highest award presented by the Board of Regents.

Taylor has also Founded Tribe Inclusive Learning Platform; a national online platform providing classes and services 
for individuals with disabilities, as well as Dig it! Coffee Co., a social enterprise coffee shop in downtown Las Vegas, 
providing training and competitive wage job opportunities to those with disabilities and their peers. 
Taylor proudly serves on the Nevada Governor’s Council for Developmental Disabilities and has been recognized by 
the National Association of Women Business Owners in Southern Nevada as a ‘Woman of Distinction.’ She also sits 
on advisory boards for Touro University (OTD).
Taylor passionately continues to change the scope for those with disabilities and their families by empowering 
people to reach their full potential and creating opportunities for a more inclusive community.

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Gwen Chaney-Braimoh
Through hard work and perseverance, Gwen Chaney-Braimoh’s dreams are
now a reality. Ms. Braimoh has been a successful entrepreneur for over 33 years. 
Armed with her Instructor’s license and the training experience with Dudley University, 
Ms. Braimoh was inspired to open a School of Cosmetology in Las Vegas, NV. Her 
commitment and capabilities were recognized. In 2002, with funding secured and 
licensing requirements satisfied, Ms. Braimoh co-founded and opened the Expertise 
School of Beauty, Nevada’s first African American Owned School of Cosmetology. Ms. 
Braimoh was instrumental in the school’s success as a training ground was recognized 
both locally and nationally. The new facility opened in August 2006, and currently conducts 
the state’s only Spanish Language Cosmetology training program. To highlight this 
advancement, the school changed its name to Expertise Cosmetology Institute, but remains dedicated to “teaching 
the art of beauty”. In 2007, She earned her Master Educator’s Certification and conducts Instructor Development 
training on behalf of the Milady Career Institute throughout the Western United States. In 2014, under the direction 
and leadership of Ms. Braimoh, Expertise Cosmetology Institute secured funding to construct a beauty a barber 
college. The expansion of services will allow Expertise Cosmetology Institute to provide additional services to North 
Las Vegas residents as well as a barbering program to the State of Nevada residents. The newly constructed beauty 
facility also includes a much-needed child care center for its students. In 2015 Ms. Braimoh was appointed to the 
Nevada State Board of Cosmetology. In order to meet the ever increasing demands of the community Ms. Braimoh 
entered into an agreement with the Nevada State Department of Corrections at the FMCC. Expertise Cosmetology 
continues to change lives one cosmetol gist and soon one barber at a time. Ms. Braimoh attributes her success and 
innovative ideas to achieve empowerment to her spiritual values and her relationship with God. She believes that if 
you want to make a difference in your life and in the life of others you must believe in your dreams. It is crucial that 
you align yourself with people who are like minded when it comes to the conviction of serving others.
